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Criteris d’avaluacio dels treballs

Els guanyadors es decidiran després de la valoracio de la Comissié avaluadora de la sessid
de posters.

En una primera ronda, a partir del dia 27 de novembre, la Comissio avaluara tots els
resums i posters presentats i seleccionara tres finalistes per cada categoria.

Criteris d’avaluaci6 dels resums i posters:

- Claredat, precisio i originalitat

El dia 5 de desembre es comunicara el resultat d’aquesta primera ronda. Nomeés es
contactara amb els tres finalistes de cada categoria i se’ls explicara els passos a seguir
per la presentacié oral del dia 10 de desembre.

El finalistes hauran de preparar una presentacié oral del treball de 7 minuts (4-5
minuts de presentacié i 2-3 minuts de preguntes). La presentacié haura de tenir un maxim
de 6 diapositives. Aquesta presentacio oral es dura a terme en les instal-lacions de Vall
d’Hebron el dijous 10 de desembre entre les 12.15 i les 13.45h. La Unitat Comunicacio
proveira de ’equip i la connexio necessaris.

La Comissio avaluadora emetra la votacio definitiva el dijous 10 de desembre a la tarda.

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CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION

The researchers can participate in the following categories at the 14th VHIR Scientific
Meeting:

1. Predoctoral students who have passed the 20 credits of a doctoral program or
the 60 ECTS credits of an official master's degree that can lead to the doctorate.

2. Postdoctoral who have not been the principal investigators of financed projects
nor senior authors of scientific publications.

3. Professionals in training (MIR, QUIR, BIR, PIR, IIR, LLIR, EIRP, FIR) who are
completing their specialized training.

4. Nursing professionals (nurses, midwives, physiotherapists, occupational
therapists, nutritionists and social workers)

-All the works must include an abstract/summary and the poster.

-The abstract/summary must include the following parts: Title, autors, introduction,
objectives, methodology, results and conclusions. Maximum: 250 words.

-The posters must be submitted in any of these formats: PDF, JPG, PNG with quality
enough so that the images, figures and graphics can be seen clearly.

- The poster presenter will be the first author and only one poster can be presented per
person (Only one first author r can be accepted to avoid co-authors.

* - The abstracts of the posters and the additional documentation must be sent through

the following FEORM

Documentation required (in digital format)

- Abstract of the work to be presented. Deadline for submission of the abstract:
November 20, 2020 at 11:59 p.m.

- People who have completed this first step correctly will be able to continue accessing
the form to upload the poster until November 26 at 11:59 p.m. No changes can be made
from now on.

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- Letter signed by the principal investigator or group leader expressing their consent to
the presentation of the work.

- Pre-doctoral researchers presenting for the first time: a copy of the document accrediting
that they have passed the 20 credits of a doctoral program or the 60 ECTS credits of an
official master's degree that can lead to the Doctorate.

Criteria for the evaluation of the works

The winners will be decided by the Evaluation Commission after the evaluation of the
Poster Session.

In a first-round, starting on November 27, the Commission will evaluate all the abstracts
and posters submitted and select three finalists for each category.

Criteria for the abstracts and posters evaluation:

- Clarity, precision and originality

The result of this first round will be announced on December 5. Only the three finalists
in each category will be contacted and explained the steps to follow for the oral
presentation on December 10th.

The finalists will have to prepare a 7-minute oral presentation of the work (4-5
minutes of presentation and 2-3 minutes of questions). The presentation must have a
maximum of 6 slides. This oral presentation will take place at the Vall d’Hebron on
Thursday 10 December between 12.15 and 13.45. The Communication Unit will provide
the necessary equipment and connection.

The Evaluation Committee will cast its final vote on Thursday, December 10 in the
afternoon. The winner of each category will be contacted so he/she will have to make a

10-minute presentation on Friday 11 December between 11.30 and 12.30.

Criteria for the oral presentation evaluation:

- The explanation is clear, concise and precise language.

- Adjusted to time (4-5 minutes of exposition and 2-3 minutes of questions)
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- Be careful of non-verbal communication elements

- Answer the questions correctly, providing additional information if necessary.

All the posters that have been presented can be consulted online on the web from
the beginning of the Anual Meeting.

Awards

Each of the four categories will be awarded based on the volume of participants.

Thus, if in one of the categories the number of participants does not exceed 10 participants
there will be a prize. If the number of participants is between 11 and 20 there will be two
prizes, if it is between 21 and 40 there will be 3 prizes.

Each of the winners in each category will have the same economic value.

All participants will receive a certificate of participation.
